Corrientes, Argentina
This is a unique opportunity to take part in a traditional Argentinian event!

Each Movember, the city of Curuzd Cuatid celebrates its birthday with a beautiful parade. Gauchos from nearby
towns come together to celebrate at this fastive event.

You will ride approximately 64 km from the estancia to the city of Curuzd Cuatia, where the parade takes place.

This is a progressive ride, so accommodations will be in different locations.

You will stay in 3 nights at the estancia and 1 night in an outpost.

Estancia

The main house in the estancia was recently remodeled with great attention to the style and architecture of this
Argentinian Province. The local architecture is well suited to warm temperatures. The whole house is surrounded
by a gallery with low gabled roofs, and the fresh breeze coming from the countryside, helps to beatthe heat.

Each ofthe 7 bedrooms are made with adobe walls, high ceilings and all have a private bathroom with shower,
air conditioning, Wi-Fi (due to remote location connection can be slow) and windows overlooking the garden.
Please, note thatthere are no TWs atthe estancia. However, there is cell phone coverage.

There is an outdoor pool (not heated) where guests can relax in the evening.

Ovejero Outpost

This rural outpost has one communal bedroom with 6 bunk beds and 4 beds. Facilities are shared and located in
a shed near the outpost.

There is a hot water and electricity available.

Room Occupancy
Single supplement only applies to the nights at the estancia and is subject to availability. The single supplement

fee is mandatory for all solo travelers.
Triple occupancy is usually possible at the estancia upon request.

Meals
All meals are included from dinner on Day 1 to breakfast on the last day.

Fruit and vegetables from the garden are broughtto the table of the estancia to create fresh and tasty dishes that
highlights the value of the traditional cuisine of Corrientes.

Soft drinks are included during meals and water is provided during the rides.

Dietary Restrictions
We can cater to all dietary restrictions given prior notice.

Riding

The estancia breeds and frains their own horses with great patience and without violence. The horses are part of
the daily life here.

Children policy
Children over 12 years of age may paricipate in this program if they have riding experience and are ready to ride
at least for 8 hours a day.

Horse Equipment

Our horses do not wear shoes because the ground around the estancia is soft and sandy.

We use bridles with kimblewick mouth bits with medium parts. Our saddles are traditional Argentinian saddles
which are maore comfortable than English saddles.

Saddlebags are provided to avoid ridding with backpacks.

We usually ride with both reins in one hand.

Itinerary

Sample Itinerary - subyject to changes

To take part in the parade, you must dress with a beret and green scarf, white shirt and light-colored gaucho
trousers, also called “bombachas”™

The estancia will provide a beret and scarf to be worn during the parade. You can ask the estancia to buy the
bombachas and shirt with an additional cost
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Day 0: Transfer to Estancia

Depart from the bus depot in Buenos Aires for an overnight bus journey to Curuzl Cuatid. The estancia can
arrange transfers from there on request for an extra fee.

Dinner is included in the overnight bus service.

Day 1: Arrival

Arrival atthe estancia after 2 pm. You will go on a short introduction ride to get to know your horse better.

Day 2: Ride to Ovejero Outpost

After an early breakfast (6:30 am), you start your ride to the "Puesto Tacurd " (a 14 km ride ). We will stop at this
outpost for our lunch break.

Inthe afternoon the ride continues to the "Ovejerc™ outpost located in the estancia San Luis del Garabata — (8 km
ride)

Day 3: Ride to Curuzi Cuatia

Today, a long riding day awaits. We will cover 42 km on horseback to the Rural Society of Curuzl Cuatid. A picnic
will be served in the countryside, on our way there.

The horses are left at the Rural Society for the night, while riders are transported to the Estancia for the night.

Day 4: Parade Ride

Transfer to Curuzi in time to get ready for the parade.

After the parade, transfer back to the Estancia. Tonight, we enjoy a lamb barbecue (asado) and a bonfire.

After breakfast, end ofthe program.
