We have 2 spacious private casitas with that can sleep up to 4 people each. All casitas have air cenditioning,
fridge, microwave, coffee maker, DVD, High speed internet, WIFI, and open sky shower in private bathroom. All
accommodations have access to splash pool, bar, and maid sernvice. Cool off in the swimming pool after your
ride or sip a cold drink while you watch the horses from the porch rockers. There is a safe in the main ranch
house. Laundry is available for an additional fee.

Pace

The pace is adjusted to rider level and experience. Wallkifirot on most of the trails, with cantering in safe and open
areas, beaches, and country roads. Walk, trot and cantering in the arena. We spend 1-3 hours in the saddle per
day.

Lessons

Learn to ride or just sharpen your riding skills. Private lessons are offered (at an extra cost) by internationally
recognized instructors. Learn groundwork to dressage on well trained horses. Traditional, high stepping Spanish
style instruction is also available on the famed Costa Rican Pasos.

Horses

We are proud of our horses, trained with natural horsemanship and known for their comfortable ride and noble
character. You will love riding our well-trained horses, a mix of the noble Spanish horses, known for their easy
ride and great temperament. Many of our horses were born and trained on the ranch using Matural
Horsemanship technigues, Imprinting and other non-violent methods.

Most recently the finca began a “Paint and Paso” breeding program with a goal of breeding Criollo horses with
‘color and comfort” using their handsome paint stallion and Criollo mares.

We will match rider to horse to give the best riding experience available in the area.
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Sample Itinerary - subject to changes

This itinerary is perfect for those who wish to mix riding with relaxation and sightseeing. You will ride about 1 to 3
hours each day.

Flease note that itineraries may change due to tides, weather, local fiestas, or request by clients.

Day 1: Arrival

Arrive to Liberia Airport (LIR) or Tamarindo Regional Airport (TMO). We will provide private transport to the finca,
located just minutes from the beautiful Pacific beaches of Guanacaste. Accommodations in comfortable air
conditioned casa or casita. Late afternoon, you will have a ranch orientation and a Criollo Horse Demonstration,
then meet your horse for your first short ride. When we reach the town of Portegolpe, we will tie up our horses and
stop for a cold drink at a local Cantina in the village. At sunset we ride back to the ranch. Dinner at the ranch or
local restaurant. (L, D)

Itinerary depends on arrival times.

Day 2: Old Spanish Trail

After a full ranch breakfast, you will have a short introduction to riding the beautiful Spanish Criollo horses of
Costa Rica known for their noble temperament and comfortable ride. Later in the morning, you will leave for the
small cattle town of Tempate and ride the Old Spanish Trail, traveled by the early Spanish Conguistadors. Along
the way, look for monkeys, tropical birds, and dry tropical vegetation. We stop for lunch and cold drinks in
Cartagena at a typical restaurant and then return in the truck for a dip in the pool and relax before dinner at the
ranch. Afternoon option: watch our trainer work with young horses using Matural Horsemanship Techniques or
opt for a longer ride.

Day 3: Ride to Lorena

After breakfast, you will have the option of visiting Monkey Park and Rescue Center to see some of the wildlife and
birds found in Guanacaste, ortake atour or lesson on our high stepping horses. Lunch atthe ranch. Later in the
afternoon, mount your horses for a ride through beautiful ranch country and the small village of Lorena to one of
our most popular cantina stops at Chilite's - La Cima. Sample their famous fried chicken and chips, a real taste
of Guanacaste. Ride back to the ranch at sunset.

Day 4: Full Day of Activity

After breakfast, you have the option of taking a Chocolate tour, or take a riding lesson at the ranch. After
lunch, mount your horse for a scenic back country ride looking for monkeys, while getting a glimpse of the
traditional sabanero / cowboy culture and small villages of Guanacaste. We should arrive in the town of
Cartagena at sunset, circle the plaza then enjoy dinner at a cowboy cantina.

Day 5: Palo Verde National Park

This morning, you will be picked up for your half day trip to Palo Verde MNational Park including a Tempisque river
tour, looking for monkeys, crocks, water birds and other wildlife. An experienced guide will show you the wonders
of the tropical river ecosystem followed by a typical family style lunch.

Special afternoon and evening to be arranged or you have the option of being taken to Tamarindo Beach with
shopping, swimming, surfing, enjoy sunset and a dinner on your own in Tamarindo.

Take a swim or walk on the beach befare enjoying a picnic breakfast or lunch on the beach.

Day 9: Guanacaste Village Ride

Today, take an early morning breakfast ride along the old Spanish oxcart trails, passing through beautiful wooded
countryside, ranches and small typical villages. Along the way you may see Howler Monkeys, colorful tropical
birds, or other wildlife, while getting a glimpse of the traditional sabanero (cowboy culture) of the Guanacaste
people. When you arrive at the village of Portegolpe, tie up your horse for a typical breakfast cooked over lena
(firewood) at the home of a local family. After, ride around town to see life in a small Guanacaste village. Free
afternoon atthe ranch and sunset dinner on the beach.

Day 10: Sightseeing (no riding)

After breakfast enjoy a free day. You have the option of being taken to Tamarindo Beach and go shopping,
swimming, or surfing. Later on, enjoy a sunset and a dinner on your own in Tamarindo. We will pick you up by
arrangement. If you would like, you can opt for one of the many other tours offered in the area including
Canopy/Zip line, Monkey Park, Coco Beach, or all day tours to Arenal Volcano or Granada Nicaragua.

Day 11: Ride to la Garita

After breakfast, meet your horses in the small village of La Garita and ride on secluded back country roads
through dry tropical forestto the beach. Stop at Puerto Viejo for a cold drink, then ride along the beautiful Pacific
beaches of Pt Viejo, Conchal, and Brasilito. Tie up your horses for a lunch atthe beach, at Don Brasilitos, with an
option to swim before you are taken back to the ranch. In the afternoon, you can choose between two options: take
a private lesson or work with your own horse using Natural Horsemanship Training in the ring. A sunset ride or
dinner rides arranged depending on the tides.
