Each of the spacious log cabin emphasize comfort, relaxation, and the best in amenities. Mewly renovated in
2013, all of the guest cabins feature a comfortable seating area, hand-built log furniture, spa linens, fully
renovated private bathrooms, 367 flat screen televisions with satellite reception and 100+ channels, free WiFi, a
refrigerator, coffee pot, hair dryer, and a covered front porch with chairs for relaxing.

This new guesthouse is a three-bedroom, two-level cabin, totaling 1600 sq. ft. The upper level has a King Suite
and the lower level has two bedrooms, each with a gueen-size and a twin-size bed, as well as a full, shared
bathroom. This cabin has a full kitchen with oven, stove, and fridge. It features covered porches on both sides of
the building, offering shade or sunshine, depending on the time of day.

Black Series Cabins

There are 2 variations of the Black Series Cabins:

- King suites: These private 960 saft come with a private bedroom (king bed), sitting area with kitchen, modern
bathroom, private deck with hot tub, and floor to ceiling windows overlooking the valley and main range of the
Canadian Rockies.

- Family cabin: This modern 2 level cabin offers 960 sqf per floor. The upper floor has a private bedroom (king
bed) sitting area with kitchen, modern bathroom, private deck with hottub, and floor to ceiling windows. The lower
level has large bedrooms with 3 twin beds, modern bathroom, and large windows with spectacular views.

Meals

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Rides

Rides are available every morning and every afternoon. All of our rides are small, 4-6 guests max, giving us the
ability to tailor every ride to your specific interest. While it is always an option, riding is never mandatory. Some
guests never miss a ride while others only ride once or twice. Horseback rides are organized by the head
wrangler during mealtimes. Ride options include family rides, adult rides, kids rides, walking rides, and fast
rides. The first rides leave the corrals right after breakfast and return for lunch. Afternoon rides leave the comrals
between 1:00pm and 1:30pm. Fast rides are available to experienced riders after one full day of riding. Once
weekly, an all-day ride is offered. We also take an early breakfast ride once a week, where you can enjoy your hot
breakfast out on the trail.

Riding Requirements

Haorseback riding is a very physical activity, one which requires balance, stamina and strength. Anyone who is
physically fit can learn to ride. Kids must be atleast 6 years old to ride at the ranch. It is mandatory that every rider
wear riding boots, for safety. If you do not have riding boots, the ranch has cowboy boots for rent in the ranch
store. These are perfect for children with growing feet. We also provide helmets for anyone that would like one.
Helmets are required for anyone 12 years of age and younger.

Ifthis is your first riding vacation, you will feel right at home. We offer horseback riding lessons to our guests and
can accommaodate all levels of experience from old hands to greenhorns. Qur certified wranglers will work to
make you comfortable and safe. Our #1 priority is always our guests safety. The Ranch offers a variety of riding
lessons for all riding abilities. While the wranglers strive to make you a better rider during every ride, you also
have the option of taking a lesson in one of the ranch’s many riding arenas. The controlled environment of an
arena and the supenision of an instructor, provide a great opportunity for riders to hone their skills. Group
lessons of 4+ are included, but private and semi-private lessons can be booked for an additional fee.

Trails

Horses

The Ranch is home to over 120 head of horses. Our horse-to-guest ratio is over 2-to-1, allowing us to suit horses
to each rider's individual ability and experience level. Our horses range from the most experienced kids' horses
all the way through to horses suitable for experienced riders. So, whether you're an old hand or someone who
needs a helping hand, you can be sure to enjoy your time in the saddle. Your horse will be justthat — YOUR horse
for the week. He will be ready and waiting for you every morning of your stay, along with the saddle that suits you
best.

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Guests can enjoy horseback riding at all levels, hiking, river rafting, mountain biking, fly fishing, tennis, trap
shooting, swimming, kids programs, archery, wildlife viewing, golf, pool, a wide variety of tours - or simply do
nothing at all.

After lunch you will have the option ofthe afternoon ride, or the guided hike to the Perry Creek waterfalls. Both will
have you back to the ranch late in the afternoon.

The Horses

The ranch is home to over 110 head of horses. The horses live on the ranch year round. The herd consists of
approximately 80 guest horses, 20 performance horses, brood mares and new foals every spring. The ranch
does not lease outside horses, this is for the protection of the herd, and the riders.

The Dude String

The horse to guest ratio is almost 2-1, giving the Wrangler the ability to find you the perfect horse. While at the
ranch your horse will be justthat, your horse. Once the Wranglers have found your perfect horse, you will have the
same horse and tack for the duration of your stay. Horses range from kids horses that Wrangler refer to as "bomb
proof” too younger horses that are more suitable for more experienced riders. Whether you are a beginner or an
accomplished rider your perfect horse waiting for you.

Performance Horse

The ranch is also home to Beckley Reining horses. Jesse Beckley, professional trainer, rides and trains
performance horses at the ranch on a daily basis. Beckley Reining is home to some of the finest quarter horse
blood lines in the world. Several of the performance horses are born and raised on the Ranch.

The Wranglers
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The Wrangling crew is the bestin the business. Every year Tyler selects from hundreds of resumes to find the few
that have the specific skill set required to be a Wrangler at this ranch. "l look for people that | would like to meetifl
were on vacation” says Tyler. All Wranglers are cerified through the Dude Ranch Association safety program.

The wranglers are truly diverse. Their job includes guiding raft trips, mountain bike tours, hiking, and even mixing
a decent drink when behind the bar. But without a doubt every Wrangler must be an experienced and competent
horseperson. In order to keep everyone as safe as possible a Wrangler must be able to anticipate what a horse
is going to do before he does it. This is something that can only be learned from years of experience.

The Beckley Family have always felt that to experience the western way of life you must interact with the people
that live it. For that reason the Wranglers often dine with guests and socialize in the evenings. A week at the ranch
is an adventure, one that you will share with your group, and other guests, the Wranglers will be your guides
though it all.

The ranch is located a short walk from the St Mary's River. The St. Mary's River is considered to be one of the
finest dry fly fisheries in North America. You will enjoy Wild West Slope Cut Throats from 14 to 20 inches, and
catch rates of 10 to 50 fish per day. As an added bonus, there is a good chance you will not see another angler
during your float. The lack of angling pressure is due to the absence of roads along the length of the river.
Fortunately, the ranch controls over 7 miles of river, giving you exclusive access. Fly fishing equipment is available
from the lodge at no charge. Fishing licenses are required and are available for sale atthe ranch.

Far the ultimate fly fishing adventure the ranch works closely with the an Angler Guide Service. The guides will
pick you up from the ranch for half or full day float trips. Because the St Mary has limited access, the best way to
fish the river is from a float boat. 3t. Mary Anglers provide guality equipment including waders, transportation, boat
and professional guides. Day trips run approximately 8-10 hours and include a 5-course gourmet lunch on the
river.

Fly fishing season opens June 15th.

Kids Activities

family. Kids of all ages will soon feel at home here at the ranch where they have wide open spaces to just be
kids. Catch frogs, go horseback riding, cook a marshmallow over an open fire. Our program is designed to keep
kids of all ages busy all day long and well into the night.
